*Asterisk means item may be purchased anywhere as long as the item looks the same in style, length, color, & type fabric as the selections listed below. Please put name
on all clothing that may be taken off during the day.

*Shorts: khaki/stone/sand, navy Lands’ End: pleated or flat-front chinos

¢ No shorter than 3-4 inches above the top of the kneecap
¢ No cargo pockets, rivets, drawstrings, denim or corduroy material
e The percentage of stretch, Lycra, or spandex in any garment should be not cause the garment to fit immodestly.

*Pants: khaki/stone, navy Lands’ End: pleated or flat-front chinos
e No cargo pockets, rivets, drawstrings, denim or corduroy material
o The percentage of stretch, Lycra, or spandex in any garment should be not cause the garment to fit immodestly.

*Cropped chinos: khaki/stone/navy Lands’ End Adult Catalog Item
e Loose fitting; mid-calf length
¢ No cargo pockets, rivets, drawstrings, denim or corduroy material
« The percentage of stretch, Lycra, or spandex in any garment should be not cause the garment to fit immodestly.

Skirt: plain, navy, khaki, black Lands’ End Uniform Catalog
e The only allowed skirts are Lands’ End Just Above the Knee, pleated or A-Line or Just Below the Knee Stretch Skirt.
e The shortest part of the skirt including the top of the slit should be no shorter than the top of the kneecap.

*Skort : khaki, navy Lands’ End poly/cotton twill
e No shorter than 4 inches above the top of kneecap JCP scooter skirt, poly/poplin
¢ No cargo pockets, rivets, corduroy, or drawstrings

*Blouse, round collar: any solid color Lands’ End
¢ No logos except PCS crest JCP poly-cotton broadcloth
e Short sleeve or long sleeve
e Style and length must allow the shirt/blouse to remain tucked in at all times.

*Oxford shirt: any solid color; Lands’ End
¢ No logos except PCS crest JCP poly-cotton broadcloth
e Short sleeve or long sleeve
e Style and length must allow the shirt/blouse to remain tucked in at all times

Polo shirt: any solid color; tucked in Lands’ End mesh, interlock, or Ladies Pima
e 2 or 3 button collared polo style shirt JCP
« No logos except PCS crest
e Long sleeve or short sleeve




Fine Gauge Short Sleeve Jewel-neck Sweater: any solid color Lands’ End Adult Catalog, uniform catalog or online
e Required for Special Day Dress 7" -12" grades
e Cardigan is optional, but if worn it should be the same color as the sweater

Sweatshirt Available to purchase through the school
*Belt—plain brown or black JCP, brown braided
e No decorative materials Lands’ End

*Socks/tights/neutral hosiery
e Any color sock with full length pants or any solid color sock with other standardized garments.

*Shoes
e The shoe that is chosen should be functional and comfortable enough to wear all day at school without having to be removed. Dress sandals are
acceptable; however, sandals with a strap between the toes must also have a strap around the heel. No boots of any type may be worn. Plastic,
rubber, or decorated shoes, sandals, flip-flops, or pool shoes will not be allowed. A plain Birkenstock style is permitted. Athletic shoes are
fine for daily wear and are required for P.E.

Undershirts: T-shirts worn underneath standardized dress shirts must be solid, with no writing, logos, or design showing through the outer shirt or visible
around the collar area. The sleeves or the bottom of an undershirt should not be visible.

Jackets: Any PCS outerwear/sportswear jacket may be worn except with Special Day Dress (see Special Day Dress requirements). Any other jacket
of solid color with no exterior logos may be worn. No logos other than PCS are permitted on any garment. Jackets may not be denim material.

_PCS sportswear may not be worn as outerwear with Special Day Dress. Please plan on wearing a solid color dress coat. PCS letter jackets
may be worn.

Young Women's Special Day Dress Selections Grades 7-12
Mandatory for all field trips & classroom presentations. Teacher will specify if Special Day Dress is not required.

1. Jewel-neck Sweater Land’s End Uniform Catalog or order from ladies selections online
e Lands’ End Ladies Fine Gauge Short Sleeve Jewel-neck Sweater of any color.
e The fine gauge cardigan is optional; however, if a cardigan is worn it must be the same color as the Jewel-neck sweater.
2. Skirt
e Plain, navy, khaki, black Lands’ End Uniform Catalog
e The only allowed skirts are Lands’ End Just Above the Knee, pleated or A-Line or Just Below the Knee Stretch Skirt.
e The shortest part of the skirt including the top of the slit should be no shorter than the top of the kneecap.
3. Dress shoes/sandals
o Dress shoes which are flat or have heels no higher than 2 inches.
Shoe color should be black, navy or neutral.
Dress shoes with spike heels are not allowed.
Dress sandals with a strap between the toes must also have a strap around the heel.
No boots
4. Neutral tone hose (if hosiery is worn).




PCS sportswear MAY NOT be worn as outerwear with Special Day Dress. Please plan on wearing a solid color dress coat. PCS letter jacket may
be worn.

Sandra Jean Uniforms Option for Special Day Dress: Navy pant (logo required), long sleeve white oxford (CH580W) (logo required), cardigan
sweater in heather gray (logo required).

NOTES:

Students should arrive on campus in standardized dress and should remain in standardized dress until they leave campus. Students
may not change clothes for an event occurring after school (dance class, etc.) unless they are checked out by a parent and change
clothes in the office. Students changing for athletic practices should change in the gym and remain in the gym/athletic field area.
The shortest part of a skirt or jumper, including the top of the slit, must be no shorter than the top of the kneecap.

Young Women’s shorts and skorts should be no shorter than 3-4 inches above the top of the kneecap. Skorts that look like a skirt should
follow the skirt length guidelines.

Young Women's cropped pants should be loose fitting and reach the calf of the leg or below. No stretch pants.

The rolling up of the bottoms of garments, as well as the rolling down of waistbands, is NOT permitted.

Midriffs should not be visible when hands are raised above the head or bending over.

The percentage of stretch, Lycra, or spandex in any garment should be not cause the garment to fit immodestly.

Baggy, oversized, or too tight-fitting clothing is not acceptable. This will be determined by PCS Staff.

No decorative metal or material on any item of clothing.

. All clothing should be neatly hemmed and without tattered or frayed areas.
. All shirts must be tucked in with the exception of the Young Women'’s Lands’ End sweater sets.
. T-shirts worn underneath standardized dress shirts must be solid, with no writing, logos, or design showing through the outer shirt or visible

around the collar area. The sleeves or the bottom of an undershirt should not be visible.

Young Men are recommended to wear socks with all shoes including Birkenstock styles.

Cargo shorts, cargo skorts, cargo skirts, and cargo pants are not permitted .

Visible tattoos, body piercing (except ears of females), and heavy or unusual makeup, or distracting jewelry is not allowed when wearing
standardized dress. This will be determined by PCS Staff.

Hairstyles, as well as facial hair, should always be neat, clean, and not distracting. This will be determined by PCS staff.

Standardized belts for clothing with belt loops are MANDATORY.

1. Sweatshirts and caps are available only through the school. Order forms will be sent home.

2. Please plan to wear Special Day Dress for all fieldtrips unless otherwise notified by your teacher. Parents should be aware that if their child is not
wearing Special Day Dress, they may be called to bring correct clothes to the school or their child may not be permitted to participate in the fieldtrip.
Parents can expect to be notified in writing when a Special Day Dress fieldtrip is planned, in addition to having their child told in class.

3. Please also be observant as to the wear & tear/fading of the garments. A worn-out appearance works against the goals of our dress code.
